Information for the authors

The article should be sent in an electronic form .DOC (WORD), as well as in the paper form; the font: Times New Roman, 12, line space 1,5.

Words, phrases and expressions covered in the text should be written with italics. 

Quotations in the text should be put into quotation marks. Longer quotations (more than 2 lines) should be put in the separate paragraphs, written in a smaller font without quotation marks.
