Reviewing procedure for the articles published in Radomskie Studia Filologiczne 
1. The reviewing procedure for the articles published in Radomskie Studia Filologiczne follows the rules laid down by the Polish Ministry of Science and Higher Education (Dobre praktyki w procedurach recenzyjnych w nauce).
2. The Editorial Board appoints two independent reviewers, who are experts in a given area, for reviewing the article: an internal reviewer (affiliated to Kazimierz Pulaski University of Technology and Humanities in Radom) and an external reviewer (affiliated to a research institution in Poland or abroad).
3. The Editorial Board ensures that there is no conflict of interest between the reviewer and the author of the article. 
4. The principle of anonymity is applied during the reviewing procedure (“double-blind review process”), which means that the reviewer and the author must not know each other’s names.
5. The reviews are written on a reviewer’s form and contain an evaluation of the article as well as a request for publishing the article as it stands, publishing it after corrections have been made, or a rejection of the publication. 
6. Should one of the reviews be positive and the other negative, the Editorial Board makes a decision whether to publish the article. 
7. Should it be necessary to make corrections in the article, the article will be sent to the author with a deadline for making the corrections. 
8. The list of the reviewers is published in every printed issue of the periodical.
